"Motion A" to the _______________ committee. Are you ready for the 
question? This motion requires a majority vote. 

All those in favor, say aye. [Pause for response] 

All those opposed, say no. The affirmative has it, the motion is adopted, 
"Motion A" is referred to the _______________ committee. 

or 

The negative has it, the motion is lost and "Motion A" is not referred to the 
_______________ committee. The motion before you is "Motion A". Is there 
any further discussion?
